It was not
until 1974 that archaeologists rediscovered
the foundations and, since that time, the
i mansion has been beautifully recreated for
~ you to view and tour. Blennerhassett's
- tranquility encircles the island with rich plant
life, huge trees and varied wildlife.

This summertime package includes your roundtrip motorcoach transportation, ferry service
aboard the Island Belle Sternwheeler, admissions to the mansion, a horse-drawn wagon ride
and complete sit-down luncheon to enjoy at an historic restaurant.
