The rest is history for this “thriving oasis”, attracting over two million travelers each
year. After all, who would think you could travel to a place originally described as “the
“geographical center of nowhere” for all it has to offer including souvenirs and, of course,
‘free ice water”, not to mention that it now includes a collection of cowboy-themed stores,
gifts, an art gallery and an 80-foot brontosaurus sculpture. In Rapid City, we’ll check into our
home for the next three nights, the Hampton Inn & Suites that recently opened. (B, D)

Also in the Black Hills, the Crazy Horse Memorial is unbelievably large, 641 feet long and
563 feet high, making it the world's largest mountain carving, depicting the warrior Crazy
Horse riding a horse and pointing out in the distance. Construction began in 1948 on the land
of the Oglala Lakota Indians but will probably not be completed in our lifetimes. If this trip is
like our previous tours, we will be seeing a herd, or two, of buffalo as we travel through Custer
State Park. Tonight, there is a Chuck Wagon Supper with a show starring the “Fort Hays
Wranglers”. “The supper bell rings out loud to call all cowboys and cowgirls to bring their
appetite to the chow line.” It's a popular destination since it was the set for
the movie “Dances with Wolves”. View the original buildings used in the
Academy Award-Winning Movie. Bon Appetit, or whatever they say in the
area! (B, D)

Thursday - Enroute to Sturgis, you'll hear about historic Fort Meade; built in 1878 as a cavalry
fort, to protect the new settlements in the Northern Black Hills, especially the gold mines
around Deadwood. We will be driving through Spearfish Canyon and the Town of Lead. You'll
have time in Deadwood for lunch or to visit the shops. The Deadwood Tour includes Mount
Moriah Cemetery to see the burial sites of Wild Bill Hickock and Calamity Jane. Don’t miss
the reenactment of the “Shooting of Wild Bill Hickok in Saloon # 10”. (B, D)

Friday - Enjoy the beauty of the Badlands where thirty-seven million years of wind and water
erosion have carved an eerie sight from the prairies of Western South Dakota. We’ve
included the Corn Palace, which has served as a monument to agriculture for over a hundred
years. Dinner awaits us this evening in Sioux Falls. (B, D)

Saturday - Austin, Minnesota, is most known for Spam®, the meat product produced here, so
we have included a stop at the Spam Museum for a most interesting visit, with some tastings,
before reaching our hotel and the upgraded meal we have planned for you. (B, D)

Sunday - Following breakfast, we depart with a mid-afternoon dinner in Indiana, with so many
great memories that we have from this popular eight-day tour! (B, D)
