We'll also be seeing the “Chicago of Today”,
viewing the sights along the way.

The Water Tower is located on
North Michigan Avenue, in the Magnificent Mile
shopping district.

The Museum of Science & Industry, is housed in the
former Palace of Fine Arts from the 1893 World's
- Columbian Exposition. This museum, was initially
endowed by a president of Sears, Roebuck &
Company when it opened in 1933.

Most interesting is the new entranceway which
has been constructed similar to the Louvre Pyramid.

You'll be seeing the 130-year long history as we travel through the heart
of the city. As in the past, we've included some time for shopping or browsing at Navy Pier.

We will also be dining at the Schaumburg Castle with its colossal stone tower and emerald
lawn.
